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Just as airflow over an aircraft’s horizontal wing pushes
the aircraft up, the flow of air over The Greenbird’s
vertical sail pushes the vehicle forward. The Greenbird
utilises a combination of technology, usually found on
aircraft and Formula One, to achieve staggering
efficiency. Made from carbon composites, the vehicle
takes huge forces at top speed, being able to transfer
up to one ton of side force into the ground. A record
was set at Ivanpah in time for the 2009 America’s cup
landsailing regatta as land yacht pilots from all over the
world gathered for this renowned land sailing event, the
Greenbird team went for another land speed world
record attempt – AND SMASHED IT!! This is where the
record of 116 mph was set ten years ago, and on
March 26, 2009, British engineer and land yacht
sailor Richard Jenkins recorded a speed of 126.2
mph (202 KMPH).      This article came from Martin Bell
of www.bmwmocb.asn.au (BMW MOC Gold Coast)
February 2010 JMN .

The 2008 Greenbird craft incorporated key
modifications resulting from test runs of Windjet
Mk IV in 2007. The crafts’ design achieves
staggering efficiency . It enables the land craft
to travel at between 3 & 5 times the real wind
speed , depending on the surface traction. The
Windjet MK IV had clocked 90mph in 20-25
mph winds , a great preparation for the March
world record achievement of 126.2 mph. The
crafts are elegant, sophisticated and futuristic -
but are based on familiar aeronautical, sailing and
wind technology principles. They use solid sails,
much like an aircraft wing. The most basic
principle of wind-powered vehicles is harnessing
and optimising airflow.

Ride Report
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JUST WHAT IS
BMW  CLUBS  AUSTRALIA?
This is a question we frequently hear, “What is BMW Clubs Australia and what
does it do for my Club”?
In 1992, BMW Australia (as it was then) received a directive from BMW AG in
Munich that all BMW motorcycle and car clubs wishing to use the BMW roundel
as part of their logo, would be required to become part of umbrella organisations
in each country so that there could be constructive management of the
Company’s trade- and word-marks, the roundel and BMW lettering.
John Kananghinis was the responsible person in BMW Australia Communications
charged with this responsibility, and set about putting everything in place. Not
that it went smoothly! There was quite stiff opposition from some Club elements
who perceived the requirement to be an infringement on their Club’s liberty. That
said, if  the clubs were to continue to use the roundel, there was little option and
eventually 14 Clubs (seven each motorcycle and car) became collectively known
as ... BMW Clubs Australia ... while retaining their individual Club names.
Each club was requested to put forward a Delegate, usually the Club President, to
be the contact point. From the assembly of Delegates, an Executive of four was
appointed :-  Chair, Vice Chair Motorcycles, Vice Chair Cars and International
Delegate.
A loose Constitution was prepared for the new umbrella organisation which gave
Clubs Australia limited authority over the member Clubs.
Another major factor in the creation of the umbrella organisation was to
streamline communication through the BMW structure. Contact with BMW
Australia, for example, was the domain of the four Executive, while contact with
Munich fell to the International Delegate. The reasoning for this was that
Mulgrave would deal with four people rather than 14 Clubs and Munich with one
representative. This structure occurred worldwide and some 100,000 members
of motorcycle and car clubs were encompassed. To this day, this communication
stream is very much in place and adhered to as it does provide a commonality of
information flow. The recent introduction of the new Corporate Image and logo
requirements is a perfect example of how this works. Munich passes on its
requirements to the International
Delegate who in turn coordinates
the changes through the respective
Chairs and on down to the individual
Clubs. It worked so well that Munich
was able to advise us that BMW
Clubs Australia was the first
umbrella organisation worldwide to
completely implement the changes.
Of course, BMW Clubs Australia is
far more than a “regulatory body” in
that its Charter is to assist its
member Clubs in any way required.
In the recent past, assistance has
been provided in establishing two
new Clubs (BMW Car Clubs Ballarat
and Tasmania) and assisting a
struggling Club (BMW Drivers’ Club
South Australia) to get back on its
feet. Individual Club matters are not
interfered with and there is no
mandate or authority to become
involved in internal matters unless a
formal request for assistance is
received. That has happened with mediatory involvement in an incident seen to
have possibly damaged the good standing of the BMW brand. Happily resolved!

The Executive has FAQ’s Answers

BMW Clubs Australia draws its
operating funds from a small per
member levy paid by the clubs,
currently $1.00 per member.
These funds are used to attend to
requests for help and to provide
monetary assistance in the forms
of advances to Clubs hosting the
BMW Clubs Australia National
Rally each second Easter. In
recent years, the funds have also
been used to pay for the travel
and  accommodation for the
Annual Meeting of Delegates held
in Melbourne in April each year.
The role of the International
Delegate is to provide a link direct
to the various BMW AG  Divisions
in Munich. BMW AG funds the
International Club movement with
an annual budget of
EUR365000.00 which is managed
by the International Club Office in
Munich. These funds go toward
providing the Annual Conference
of the BMW Clubs International
Council (on which the
International Delegate sits) and
various projects such as website
management, Club newsletters
and subsidised visits to the BMW
Museum and collection in Munich.
A flowchart of Club structure
looks like this below.
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So, what do I get for being part of BMW
Clubs Australia?
Because we are all members of the
greater BMW Club family, we are
provided with:-     Approved use of the
BMW roundel and brand name, approved
BMW dealers are the ONLY other entity
with this entitlement.
Access as a member guest to any BMW
Club, anywhere, in the world, (ed note,
exemplared by the centrefold of this fine
journal, Flatchat, so far, Australia next
step, the world. )
Member access to BMW facilities
worldwide, build plants, and  BMW
Museum and Welt in Munich. Preferential
entry costs to BMW facilities.
 Preferential accommodation bookings
and tariffs at The Derag Karl Theodor
Hotel, Munich and  Member access to
BMW Group Classic website and parts
catalogues.
On a local level, of course, we are
supported by BMW Group Australia
which makes an annual budget available
to us to provide :-
Club special event support through the
Principle Event Support Programme

Support for the Annual Meeting of
Delegates
Club promotional brochures,
Financial support for National Rally
events.
Now, BMW doesn’t have to do this.
Compare the support we
receive with those of other car and
motorcycle clubs you may
know about or be members of. BMW is a
business that is responsible to its board
of management and its shareholders. It is
the largest privately owned vehicle
manufacturing business in the world with
revenues of EUR4b annually. Their dealer
networks are similarly individual
businesses from whom we cannot
“expect” support. BMW manages its
trade- and wordmarks very carefully, and
the umbrella organisations all
around the world are their monitors in this
respect which is why we might
occasionally ask you to modify your
magazine, for example, to comply with
the guidelines BMW (rightly) expect of us.

BMW rarely uses its legal
capacity to “enforce” its
requirements, much preferring
to leave that to its approved
representatives to look after.
BMW AG supports the
international club movement for
one very important reason ...
there are currently over 120000
ambassadors (members)in the
world who own over 500000
BMW vehicles and will espouse
and promote the marque at
every opportunity. Support of
this magnitude cannot have a
marketing number placed
against it, and BMW AG is very
aware of our value as Club
members.
The Executive of BMW Clubs
Australia trust this brief
summary gives you an insight
into what happens “behind the
scenes” and would welcome
any enquiry you may have,
through your club’s delegate.

Notes on the wing

The wing sail consists of two
main components: the main
element and the flap element.
The main element is one single
piece that rotates around the
mast step. Nine flaps rotate
around the trailing edge of the
main element. Both elements
are separated by a small gap
and linked together by hinges.

 The wing sail is primarily
constructed from carbon fibre
and kevlar with a light,
shrinkable aeronautical film
material used as an overall skin
over the frame.

The main trim parameters are:
master wing rotation (similar to
mast rotation on a conventional
rig); master camber control
(general rotation of the flap
element); flap twist control (each
flap can have a specific angle of
rotation).

“On paper, it’s a clear advantage
over the soft sail,” Ozanne says.
“It’s on such a different scale to
what has been done before, it
was hard not to have some
uncertainty. But we are more
and more confident... I think it’s
going to be a strong addition for
us.”

According to Joseph
Ozanne, an aeronautical
specialist with the BMW
ORACLE Racing design
team, the ability to trim the
wing sail easily is one of its
big advantages over a soft
sail.

“With a soft sail, it’s so big,
it’s difficult to shape as you
only have control over three
points (head, tack, clew). You
need massive tension to trim
the soft sail,” he says. “With
a wing sail, you can get the
shape you want much more
easily.”

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The other  day, whilst out on one of my motorbicy cles, I
observed an incident  that  got me a bit riled up at the time
and needs telling. I do know from past experience as a
long term rider that  these so called ‘incidents’ of  various
happenings and out comes do happen almos t every time
that we venture out with our  motorcycles.
 
This one that  I’m about to tell is a little bit  different and,
thankfully , has the ‘so called happ y ending‘.
 
Please read on. 
Here I was, stationary, at a set of traffic lights in an
Adelaide out er suburb location, waiting pat ently  for them
to do their  thing so that  I could continue onwar ds with my
homeward journey after a trip int o the country . I hear a
smallish mot orcycle arrive. The rider  appears to require a
fast departure from these traffic lights as the mot or was
revving well above it’s idle. This mot orcycle is in the other
lane and behind a flashy new V8 ute. I think to myself that
someone’s a bit  on the impat ent side. When the lights
do change to green this impatient  motorcyclist gives his
beast an even bigger  handful of throttle and it lur ches
forward on the rear wheel. The front wheel is pointing
skyward. The ute appears to be a manual as it slows for a
short  moment  when the driver selects another  gear. When
this happens the rider  of the mot orcycle realises that
things aren’t  going to his well thought  out and intended
plan as the dis tance betw een the ute and the said
motorcycle are now decreasing and at a very rapid rate. I
could see the driver of the ute, with his eyes glued into the
rear view mirror, wondering ho w things will end up. He
presses his right  foot  hard onto the utes throttle aft er the
other gear is selected and the tires chirp for some
traction. His speed incr eases to avoid being rammed up
the rear. The rider  gets the front wheel of the mot orcycle
back onto the road just before the impending collision.
There was just millimetr es between the ute and
motorcycle. The mot orcycle gets a wobble happening as
the tyres fight  for grip while in the process of  some hard
breaking as the rider  fights to retrieve some contr ol his
beast. Things settle do wn. I could still see the face of the
driver of the ute as he made his way towards his
destination, very much relieved as to this out come. I could
easily imagine the mot orcycle being hung from the utes
tailgate by it’s front wheel and the rider  rolling along
behind it  and in a great deal of pain. Thank goodness
things eventually worked out for the bett er for all involved!
 
When things had returned to some sort  on normality, I
noticed that  the mot orcycle is displaying a ‘P’ plate.
 
Without  any hesitation or  much thought  at all, I decided
there and then to have a ‘chat’ with the rider  to express
my feelings towards him/her.
I positioned m yself to the right  side of the rider  and
signalled for him/her to pull to the side of  the road and
indicating a safe place to park. It was quite obvious to me
then, that  the rider  thought  that  I was the law. I was riding
my (red) BMW R1100RT at the time.

A Moment Of Enthusiasm.

I removed my helmet  and asked him/her to do the
same. With the helmet  removed I noticed that  the
rider is a male in his late teens or early twenties. I then
mentioned, much to the rider’s r elief, that  I’m not the
law riding on an unmarked police bik e as he had
thought  and that  I was in fact a motorcyclist concerned
for his safety and well being.
 
To say that  he was just a bit traumatised following these
happenings of  the previous minut e would be an
understatement.
He began to get a bit mouthy, abusing me with some
very good and colourful A ustralian language which I
suppose I deserved, to a small degree, as I was
upsetting his da y even further. I figure that  he is more
upset  with himself  rather than me so ignored his
outburs t. I then mentioned to him that  I am just trying
to point  out some of his errors and to try to inform him
of how to survive on the roads as there was a death of a
motorcyclist just a night or two before in this very area.
He calmed down, finally, and we had a the intended
‘chat’ on his s tupidly  and lack self preservation.
 
I also observed that  the rider  had a very expensive
helmet  for his head but was using board shorts,
sneakers and a tank top for protection. It  was a hottish
day and most of us motorcyclists do fail to
cover ourselves properly with safety gear when doing
short  rides around town. Yes, I’m one of them! Luckily
for me, at this time, I had on all my full touring outfit. I
point ed out  to him that  if he wanted the compan y of
females in his futur e that  these females are a bit on the
fussy side and do like their  boyfriends to have good
looking bodies but  weren’t  very keen, at all, with their
boyfriends with lar ge road rash scars or to them being
limbless or  in a comer and wheelchair bound for the
rest of their  lives.
I also inquired if his parents approved in him obtaining
his motorcycle permit  and this mot orcycle as his
preferred mode of  transport. I knew this answer even
before asking it. It was a definite NO!. It seems that
there had been a death, not long back, of a family
member  who was riding a motorcycle at the time of
their  demise. I then inquir ed how his parents would
react with the police knocking on their  door, in the wee
small hours of  the morning, with the sad and bad news
of their  son being in a hospital bed or  worse still being
dead and for them having to go with them to identify
this lifeless and messed up body . This ques tion did it’s
intended job as his face told the answer. I also pointed
out  that, as I witnessed this particular  incident, which
could have ended up being very messy, that  I was also
involved and that  I could also suffer, mentally. I also
didn’t  want to spend my time being a witness and
telling the police m y story and having to assist with
the clean up of  the mess of  a broken bike and body bits
caused by this sudden burs t of enthusiasm. I think that  I
know why, but he did hand me his licence aft er he
removed his helmet  and without  me asking, so I held
onto it. I figure from this action that  he must have been
spoken to by the law before. From this, I wrote down his
contact  details as I wanted to put  a huge scare into him.

When I was about finished upsetting him further, I told
him that  if I saw him doing these stupid things again
that I would remove the keys of his motorcycle and
force him to walk to his destination. I would also inform
his parents of  his act of stupidity  when handing over
the retrieved keys of his pride and joy to them which
was left  parked safely elsewhere. I don’t know how I
could do this, legally, but I’m fairly sure that  he thought
that  I was very serious and that  this could and w ould
happen this time. He was much relieved that  this
wasn’t  going to happen today as told to me that  his
folks had placed him on a writt en  ‘good behaviour
pledge‘ when he pur chased this form of transport. If he
was caught, by the police or  close family and or friends,
riding stupidly  or breaking any road regulations that  his
folks would sell the mot orcycle - with or  without  his
permission. They would also hold ont o his licence and
force him ont o the public transport  system for six
months as a further  punishment.
 There should be more parents with this pledge
betw een themselv es and their kids then there just
might  be a few less fatalities on our  roads. We were all
young once (a very long time back for me) and I’m fairly
sure to state that  we have all had our moments of
madness, stupidity , silliness and enthusiasm of  some
sort. Some older  and more experienced riders s till do
these things.
