The start  of production of  the BMW  700
in the autumn of  1959 mark ed the
beginning of  a new era for BMW. Even
before the compan y’s independence was
secured after the memor able Annual
General Meeting in 1959, the BMW  700
had already raised new hopes – as it
turned out, deserv edly so. The launch of
the BMW  700 brought  a BMW on the
market that  reflect ed the style of  the
time; contribut ed, by its excellent  sales
figures, to the stabilization of  the
company; and laid the foundation for
profitable, large-scale series pr oduction.

On 9 June 1959, the BMW  700 Coupé
was presented to the press in Feldafing

at Lake Starnberg, near Munich. The
light, elegant  bodywork was powered by
a motorcycle engine, as were the BMW
Isetta and the BMW  600. The aircooled,
two-cylinder  flat twin (Boxer) engine
enlarged from 600 to 697 cc
displacement  delivered an output  of 30
hp. The engine was fitt ed behind the rear
axle and featured rear-wheel drive. The
700 Coupé adopt ed the semi-tr ailingarm
rear axle suspension which had been
tried and tested in the BMW  600, as well
as further  technical components from the
undercarriage, drive unit, and
transmission of  that  model. An
outs tanding feature was the monocoque
body, which had its mass-pr oduction
debut  in the BMW  700 and reduced the
vehicle’s weight  to only 640 kilogr ams.

Lee McPeake and his son Josh, who
will race in the “24” on an outfit not
dissimilar to this one, i.e. it will have
three wheels and a K100 motor, but
there the similarity ends!

The organisers of “The 24” are
helped by many clubs from
around the South Australian
motorcycling community (http:/
/24hrtrial.com). For us at the
BMWOCSA it involves two
weekend rides, the first is a
reconnoitering run, aka “the
24hr Dry Run”, held the Sunday
after our general meeting, and
the second ride is on the
second weekend of July (or the
day before).  The real “Twenty
Four”  is a race starting at
11am on the second Saturday
of July.
Our club, the BMWOCSA,
usually sets up a control site by
getting to the site on Friday,
but by mid-morning on
Saturday everything has been
set up and it’s too late to help
labour.  But it’s still ok to
volunteer to “man the control”
(in fact it’s critical to volunteer).
There are usually a few people
to help teach newbies about
the things to do for the riders
as they come through every
few hours for four laps of a 250
kilometre course.
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I also decide that I will try not to travel over
the same piece of road for a second time
during my time away, that is, if it’s at all
possible. More alterations, additions and
deletions are mashed about in the old brain.
I’ve already mentioned that there isn’t a set
plans to this excursion. Tailem Bend is soon
disappearing in the mirrors as I point the
beast eastwards into the Murray Mallee
towns of Lameroo and Pinnaroo. It’s really
good to see this wheat and sheep growing
country looking green after all the recent
rains. There are some large puddles in some
paddocks and along the side of the road. I
soon find myself in Ouyen which is just a little
bit off my imaginary map. I have hot drink, a
toilet visit then call my brother to see if he is
home. There isn’t an answer so I leave a
message and head towards Mildura,
Victoria’s largest inland city, and onto Pete‘s
place in Wentworth. The vineyards are
looking good and citrus trees have a good
crop.

There still isn’t any one home at my brother’s
apart from the kids (the 2 kelpies and the cat)
who are very pleased to see me. I let myself
in and make a hot drink, raid the cake tin also
taking a big piece for later on, leave a
message to say that I was there then head
north onto Broken Hill.

It’s just past mid day when I get into ‘The Hill’
and I feel great. The sun has been shining
brightly since just after I left home almost
800 Km ago and six and a bit hours
previously. The R1100 motor is running
sweetly after the quicker than allowed touring
speed which was assisted by a gentle tail
wind over the last 250 Km stretch. There’s
not much road kill about as water and grass
are plentiful in the paddocks off the roadside.

There is still about five hours of daylight left
so I point the bike back into South Australia
and towards Peterborough after a healthy
Subway lunch.Yunta soon disappears after a
quick top up with fuel and another dunny
stop. I’m very soon in the main street of
Peterborough, in front of a local bakery,
stuffing down a sticky bun washed down with
a can of lolly water. I still feel good and fit to
ride further into the day.

With the sun slowly disappearing I point the
beast, this time, westwards towards Pt
Augusta where I figure I call it a day. I stopped
on the side of the road for around ten
minutes and viewed a spectacular sunset
over the lower Flinders Ranges. The cold
night air begins to reappear around
Wilmington.

Look out, I’m back again, in your Club magazine, with
some more words and a bit more waffle, chucked in for a
good measure, for you to read and hopefully enjoy.

Perhaps, just perhaps, the following piece will inspire you
to do something out of ordinary. Have you ever done
anything without any planning, at all? Do you do things on
a whim without thinking? Do you get bored with not being
able to do the things that you want to? Is your life in a bind
or rut? 

Please read on.

The other night, after I went to bed, I was listening to the
wireless, as I usually do, and the man in it from the
weather station stated that the next two to three days
were going to be fine and sunny with temperatures in the
in upper teens state wide. Great news, as I’m already sick
of this cold, damp Adelaide winter and it’s only just began.

I begin to think of places to go or people to visit as I
haven’t been too far for a long time. I regularly head to
Barmera to visit with Mum and Wentworth to see Peter &
Margo, my brother and sister in-law, so these two
destinations are out. I have an image, in what’s left of my
old and worn out brain, of the map of South Australia.
Whyalla and Port Augusta are out as it’s too boring along
the Highway-1 mixing with slow moving trucks of various
sizes and shapes and even slower cars towing caravans
and boats. Bordertown is also dismissed for much the
same reasons. Naracoorte and Mt Gambier via the coastal
roads are out as it’s always cold down that way. Broken
Hill keeps reappearing and seams to be the likely
destination at this moment. I doze for a while then
reassemble the map again.

I have been an early riser for many years so I’m out of bed
just after five itching to get going somewhere, anywhere.
A decision on the day’s destination and direction of travel
has still yet to be made. While still thinking of where
to and how to, I gather enough stuff for an over nighter
and chuck them into a small bag. As it has been a
cloudless night it’s cold out, I also dig out my winter long
johns for the first time this year. Munching into some
breakfast I decide upon my goal for the day. Broken Hill is
it. I think!

It doesn’t take long to dress and pack the RT. I’m soon off
to the petrol shop to top up the tank and check the tyre
pressures. Being 5:45 AM the sun is well over an hour
from rising. The bloke in the radio on the bike tells me
that it is a brisk 4 degrees in Adelaide’s CBD. I switch off
the radio in disgust. It’s colder than I had thought it was.
The heated grips go onto a higher setting.

Broken Hill is a shortish 500 Km away, that is if you travel
the most direct way through the wine growing Clare
Valley. I have all day to get there so I figure a slightish
detour is in needed. I live in the north-eastern suburbs so
I’ll head into the still sleepy and even colder Adelaide
Hills, then head north  to Mildura from Murray Bridge via
the river land towns of Loxton and Renmark.

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I had a good filling, hearty and cheap meal at the
local truck stop in Pt Augusta after doing almost
1300 Km for the eleven hour day and the bottom
wasn’t numb at all or even showing signs of any
numbness. I venture to the northern end of town
to seek out a cheapish bed in a budget priced
motel for the night and find out that my usual
haunt is booked out with a couple of coaches of
oldies.

Yet another sudden decision is made. As I still
feel good and it’s just a small 300 Km to home, I
head off in that general direction. Back through
Horrick’s Pass and Wilmington then south to
Gladstone and Burra as there are plenty of
places to stay, if need be. I dig out my winter
gloves as the night air is a wee bit crisp because
of another cloudless sky. I’m glad that the bike
hasn’t an on-board thermometer as I reckon that
it would be reading close to the zero mark.

A hot cuppa or two are had to warm up at
Jamestown and Burra. It’s getting real cold now!
I put on my second jumper and wet weather
pants to ward off the cold and continue. I’m still
heading for home now which is just around the
next couple of corners.

To see the light haze of good old Adelaide Town
around Tarlee was a very welcoming sight
and they did have an inviting look to them.
Tiredness was creeping in now as the body and
brain now began to realise that the ride is almost
over. I navigate my way home arriving
just before nine p.m. A long hot shower is had,
followed by a large cup of Milo and into a warm
bed soon afterwards. Sleep came easily.

All up, for the fourteen and a bit hours since
leaving home, I had put a further 1,643 Km on
the ever faithful R1100 RT using about 75 Litres
of fuel at an average of just under 22 Km/Lt or 62
MPG in the old language. The rear tyre is now
due for replacement, yet again, as it’s on the side
of being unroadworthy.

I didn’t intend to do this distance when heading
out on that early morning but one thing led to
another, as it does. I do know within myself of my
abilities and how far I can go before I have to stop
as I have done these big kilometres in the past
before and no doubt hope to do more in the near
future.

I also don’t intend for others to do as I do either,
as everyone has different tolerances of fatigue
and capabilities so I ask you all to ride or drive
within your own personal limits.

Disaster
on desert
track

A serious motorbike accident while he was on
holiday almost cost Tony Bennett his life. Quick
action from the Flying Doctor, followed by
emergency treatment at the Moomba Base, kept
him alive.

Tony was on a week’s holiday with friends, riding his
treasured BMW 1000 off-road bike. He and his friends were
hoping to catch sight of the magnificent Lake Eyre while it
was still in flood.
Tony was at the back of the group, riding along a small dirt
track northwest of Innamincka, heading for Birdsville, when
he lost control of his bike in the soft sand. In the fall he
broke eight ribs and punctured both his lungs. 
Quick action from the Flying Doctor, followed by emergency
treatment at the Moomba Base, kept him alive.
RFDS Staff at Moomba, at the Santos gas plant in the
Simpson desert, were alerted to the accident and flown by
helicopter to give him immediate assistance. Meanwhile, a
King Air was despatched from Broken Hill to rendezvous at
Moomba.
The RFDS team from Moomba who attended were able to
stabilise Tony, but they knew his condition was serious.
When the crew from Broken Hill arrived they had to
undertake immediate surgery before Tony was well enough
to be sent on to Adelaide. Thankfully, Tony has made a full
recovery and he is now back at work. He sent the RFDS a
heartfelt card, thanking all those who were involved in his
rescue. “Owen, Shane, Robyn, Mike and Tracey, and
anyone I’ve missed, I can’t thank you guys enough for what
you did for me, on what would be one of the longest days of
my life. My life was in your hands. Thank God you are
there.”

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A report  about  a ride to try  on a new helmet, or
a Wednesda y ride r eport.

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Cabins and Tents, or  how to enjo y the Vic. R ally
Stephen  MUTT ON    May 2010. .

For quite some time the Vic Rally had
been talked about but I had made no plans to go.
Suddenly  Dianne formed the
conclusion that  she wanted a
weekend without  me, her darling
husband.  So, on Thursday 13th May
I began to plan my needs.

I knew that  we were
going to a rally and there is always a
camp hot  urn for  coff ee or tea
making.  There was to be a dinner
on the Saturday night  and all that  I
needed for meals was breakfast and
fast food on the way, ergo no stove or plates,
lighter luggage.  The Surfside Caravan Park would
have lots of table/chair  units around the camp
sites; no stool required or so I thought.

No longer being an early riser I
ambled away from home at  about 11:30am with
panniers, top box, tank bag and tent on the rear
seat.  May has been like a gorgeous Mar ch
autumn with sunn y days and cool evenings that
come a little earlier  than before.  No
wind  and little traffic meant  excellent
riding conditions all the way to Keith,
keeping right  on 110km/h and
achieving 4.7litr es/100, meaning
about 300km on a tank.

When I went  on The
Border  Run last time there was a rider
with an F800S T, like my current bike.
He was achieving 3.7l/100 but  I could
only wonder at how he could do this.

Veering to Penola I thought  about the
road to Casterton and then south lat er in the
evening.  This was a bit scary as the roads were
narrower and the risk of  night kangaroos too high.
Mt  Gambier would have to do and then east via
Heywood and Port  Fairy.

By Penola I was chilled and so the
oilskin pants came out  and the new
BMW jacket was augmented with a
jumper.  Not having done the zip up
high before I did not realise that  a
thread had been caught  across the
teeth when sewn.  Here I was outside
a service station with the jacket up over
my head, arms flapping desper ately as
I tried to force the jacket up over my
ears and chin.  After putting m y head
back together  and giving a soothing
rub to my ears, I was ready for the evening ride.

Just follow the road to Mount
Gambier and turn left  with no problems. At The
Mount  the daylight  disappeared and all I had was
my headlight  and a narrow field of  vision.

To keep the chill out  I had the visor pulled complet ely
shut  and the sun-s top tape across the top of the visor restrict ed
my sight  a little.  Would I find the kangaroos before they found

me?   It is amazing how the world closes in to
just the narrow ray of light in front, even smaller
when dipped.  I had no idea of the shape of  the
worlds outside that  tiny ray.

By the time I got  into Victoria I had
slowed down to 100km/h and m y fuel econom y
was rising so that I was now able to achieve about
400km on a tank.  10km/h dropped my usage
remarkably.  On the way home I used the on-
board-comput er to verify the econom y and there
was again no wind to alter conditions.

Stiff ening with the chill I rode into Warnambool and
filled up with fuel, mainly to get directions and loosen up a bit
before getting to the camp.  I was told to keep to the highway
and turn right  at the lights after the big M sign.  Perfect!  Through
the burbs, do wn the hill, into the camp.  Not  a sign anywhere of
the rally.  Riding through the camp grounds I saw some familiar
bikes and knocked on a cabin where Ross and Brian Vogt  were
ensconced.  Yes, they did have a spare bunk but  the other  sharing
occupants w ere not there and so Brian walked around the camp

with me until w e found the tent site.  Here I
was greeted by Harry Glocke who welcomed
me to the sit e next to him.  He even made a
cup of coffee for me on his little Trangia while I
set up camp.  Very hospitable.

Across the road was John Sargent
with lots of sidecar people making lots of noise
as they chatted and made up stories about  poor
old Bailey whose bike, once again, had broken
down.    Eventually  he’ll get  to a rally.  Perhaps
he should go pillion.

Now was the time to find the
check-in ar ea for the rally.  After walking the width and depth of
the park I came to the conclusion that  there was no welcoming
committ ee.  Perhaps the morning w ould see the empty  blue tent
with sign filled with someone to take my money and book me in
for the evening meal.  Perhaps there would be a hot urn ready for
me to have some morning cha.  Nope. Nada!  The place seemed

desert ed.  Of course, the main group had
ridden out  on a day trip to the Great Ocean
Road and would be back later in the afternoon.

Not wishing to ride three days in a
row I stayed around the camp gr ound and
walked into town.  It is a very scenic area
betw een the ridge top town and the camp
ground behind the sand dunes.  I passed a
bakery, taking not e to drop in there on my way
back.  Warnambool is a seemingly  very
prosperous country  town and the quit e busy

street lined with shops, that  were open and up market, welcomed
me late on the Saturday afternoon when I expected most to be
shut.  Not wishing to be cold two nights in a row I bought  a light
blanket to put inside my sleeping bag and then had the apple
slice and coff ee from that  bakery seen earlier.  Sitting in the sun
was delicious.

Rally  Report
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Back at the camp I found that
someone had found out  where the check-in was
hidden.  One of the cabins had a volunt eer giving
out  badges and taking mone y for the camp sit e.
Apparently  there were over a hundred people
booked in for the over-book ed dinner
and so the volunt eer would only  put
my name onto the list and hope.

More tent site chat and
welcoming of  later arrivals was often
quite funny.  Len Sundstrom pulled
in with his black trailer and set up his
tent.  John Sargent  pulled out  some
crayfish that  had been given to him
on the way.  These thawed and were
shared with the other  sidecar riders,
proving quit e a hit with everyone except  John who
is not a crustacean fan.

The ablution blocks called and the
clean clothes donned r eady for the
dinner.  Harry and I wandered over,
each with a bottle of  shiraz, chose
a table and mingled a bit  more.
When someone mo ved our bottles
we felt it time to sit and meet our
table mat es.  Dinner was
announced and I was able to buy a
dinner pass for $30, giving me r oast
pork and beef  with fudge and
custard for dessert.  Quite tasty!

Now it was the turn of
the Vic president  to spruik.  Harry got permission
to heckle and did, oft en being asked to quieten
down.   For a while it looked like he may have been
crucified on the one of  the three well lit crosses
outside.  In the daylight  their  other
function as clothes dry ers was
obvious.

 Eventually  Harry had
his turn on the micr ophone and
advertised that  the Vics would be
welcome at  our rally in Naracoorte in
October.  Finally an ex star-force
officer  had a time to advertise the
firm that he now worked for, cleaning
garbage bins with ozone.

Dinner finished and I bought  Dianne a
polo shirt  with an outdated Vic Club emblem on it -
souvenir for the one left  home.

Many of the S.A. contingent  was going
to leave early but I had no hurry.

 Harry, in the next tent, arose at about 6:30am and
clattered about until the sun was up and I had to unzip.  At least
I was up early enough to farewell him.

For the life of me I can’t recall how we got to talking
about  her knickers, but  the woman from
eastern Vic in the tent on the other  side of
mine, wears longer ones when riding as they
are also slippery  and don’t  slip up int o
unwelcome spots.  She w ould be quit e
comf ortable riding the seven hours to the
N.S.W. border with no signs of  a wedge.

By 10am I was also away, leaving
Len still socialising.  My  route in daylight  was
to go through He ywood, Casterton and
Penola.  In the dark I had been scared of roos

and in the daylight  I saw why.  The roads are narrower and forest
is close to the edge.  As late as it was my hands, in summer
gloves, froze as I rode up and down through the clouds.  Abo ve
the clouds the air was warm in the sunshine but  below chilly

and I welcomed having all of my wet gear on.
Penola to Tintinar a went  by

uneventfully  at careful speeds, wat ching the
fuel econom y get a bit worse as I increased to
110km/h.   The only  time that  I sped was when
I saw a large, silver and very low car round the
bend towards me.  I have no idea what it was
but  I was gob smacked, twis ting the throttle a
little as I twis ted my neck to watch it  a fraction
of a second longer.  A minute later a police patrol
also came through but  I had already slowed,

luckily.
 It seems that  my tortoise travelling speeds w ere

enough to catch up with Harry  & John who saw me go through
Tailem Bend while they were refuelling there.

The weather forecasts had said that  there would
be showers on the Sunday afternoon but  the
lightly  overcast sky held up all the way home.
Len had told us that  it  was 650km to
Warnambool.  My odomet er said that  I had
ridden 1295km r ound trip.   Very close!

As a rallyist  I missed the
welcoming party  being in an obvious  position
on arrival.  I had expected hot water for coffee.
The camp was very civilised but  it meant that
lots of  people stayed hidden in their  cabins,
giving the feeling of  the camp being desert ed.

For our rally in October I hope that we have a manned welcoming
spot  to give assistance  and give out badges and coffee on
arrival, a place to congregate and see who is there.  It does
make a big difference.

I did enjoy the ride and the rally.  The sit e was
beautiful.

Some more intriguing
information r é Alinghi, the
gigantic cat’ had spent  the
month of  July 2009 on Lake
Leman and had to be
transport ed across the Alps to
the Medit erranean, near
Genoa. Neither Hannibal, nor
Napoleon Bonapart e, could be
contact ed, so with eleven
tonnes of catamaran, 270 k’s
of distance, and 2,700 metr es
of altitude to be coped with,
the mos t powerful helicopt er
in the world, the Russian Mil-
Mi, 26 was brought  into play.
