In April of this year I took delivery of my new f650gs twin
BMW from Bruce at Adelaide motors. Six months and four
and a half thousand kays of all types of riding have given
me something to write about.
I bought the bike for a number of reasons and being a ‘gs’
meant that many boxes were ticked already. By now most
people probably know that the f650 is a twin cylinder of
798cc capacity, and is detuned compared to the f800
engine.
In town, where my everyday riding needs have to be met the
f650 is perhaps in its strongest element. Being light and
agile is a big plus here, seat height is good enough to see
over cars and the narrow
portion towards the front
allows me to put two
feet on the ground
effortlessly (I am 178cm
tall).
The motor is great here
also. Torque down low is
smooth, plentiful,
effortless and is a
highlight of the engine’s
tuning. The torque also
provides very good drive
in all gears even when short shifting for a relaxed riding
style. Other plusses around town include self cancelling
indicators, high and wide bars that are reasonably close for
easy reach and good leverage when turning. The bike also
looks great to me, city smart. Braking is done with a single
disk on the front and one on the rear, I find the front brake
pretty good but often combine it with the bikes good engine
braking.
For breaking city limits on the weekend with a ride through
the twisty Adelaide Hills, this bike is entertaining. I can
take the bitumen or the dirt (or both) and still have fun. The
‘gs’ really brings diversity to the equation. One of the
reasons I purchased the f650 over the f800 was the amount
of bitumen riding I actually do.

The style of the bike and, to a lesser extent, the
modest power output of the engine means that tight
twisty’s suit more than faster open sweepers. I prefer
the former when riding on the road so I’m happy with
the smaller motor and upright seating position here.
On tour I found the bike to be a happy traveler. I
completed a five day return trip from Adelaide to
Melbourne via Mount Gambier and the G.O.R. in
winter this year. The screen is small for touring and is
noticeably so on windy stretches, but ok generally. I
plan to purchase an extension soon which I can clip

on when required. The
f650 sits very comfortably
on the speed limit and
the engine is smooth at
highway speed. I thought
the bike may seem a bit
small and light on the
highway but I found it not
to be the case, I think the
relaxed and strong nature
of the engine may help
here.
Whilst the seat is
reasonably comfortable I

find I start to go numb after an hour or so, which is
quicker than usual, but because the seat is long one
can move around a fair bit, alleviating the effect
somewhat.
On the whole I have bought a bike which I enjoy
owning. It feels quality and to my list of ‘likes’ I shall
add heated hand grips, under seat tank and filler cap,
on board computer, fuel economy. The only gripe I
can think of is that the engine vibrations become
prominent after around 4000rpm and that takes the fun
out of revving the motor out somewhat, otherwise a
surprisingly good machine.

and more uniform road illumination at night and in poor
visibility. The rider can therefore recognise potential risk
situations essentially earlier .
