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‘Motorcycle Heaven’ is a perfect description for Australia’s
most southern state - Tasmania - and more than 180 GS
riders were recently treated to fantastic conditions and ideal
terrain for five days of riding on the 2009 BMW GS Safari.

BMW Motorrad Australia’s Safari programme is one of the
longest established customer events, having played host to
several thousand BMW riders and their partners since its
inception in 1994. In 2005 BMW Motorrad expanded the BMW
Safari programme by introducing a special off-road event
solely for GS riders.

The 2009 venue for the GS Safari was the spectacular island
of Tasmania, with routes, scenery and the choice of riding
routes arguably among the best in the world. Open to all
those with a GS or a G
Series BMW
motorcycle, the safari
ran from 29 March to 4
April and covered
1,700 km of
Tasmanian terrain.

With the F1 race
raging only a short
distance away, riders
from all over Australia
congregated at Port
Melbourne for the ferry
trip to Devonport.
Some had ridden from
as far away as Perth
(3,500 kilometres) and
Northern Queensland
(3,000 kilometres) and
were well warmed up
for the journey ahead. After a night on the water spent
crossing the Bass Strait, it was only a short transport along
the northwest coast before heading into the rugged
Tasmanian wilderness and some of the best riding that can
be experienced anywhere in the world.

An incredible variety of terrain entertained and challenged the
eager group who were aged from just 18 to over 60 years
young. Among the group, there were around 80 newcomers
experiencing their first GS Safari, so after the first day there
were some big smiles as well as plenty of tired bodies.

 Many of the newcomers were a new younger generation of
GS owners, showing how the BMW Motorrad appeal is
broadening as the model range becomes ever more
comprehensive. Overnight stops included the picturesque
west coast village of Stahan as well as the cities of Hobart
and Launceston.

As usual, there were some interesting characters on the
Safari. Graham O’Connell had one of his close friends join
him for the trip - quite literally. His good friend (also a GS
owner) had sadly passed away recently, so Graham did the
right thing and rode his friend’s bike, complete with his
friend’s ashes in the handlebars. Another participant showed
up with a pair of crutches strapped to the back of his GS

Adventure, insisting that a mere
broken foot wasn’t going to stop
him joining in the fun! And then
there was Sally, on her third GS
Safari, and desperate to make it to
the end without any Safari-ending
incidents, as in the past.
Fortunately for her, she made it
home safely too!

The Safari concluded on Friday 3
April, allowing for the option of a
‘lazy’ day on the Saturday. However,
true to GS owner characteristics,
many riders made sure they made
the most of their time and did
some extra exploring on the ‘Island
of Inspiration’ before riding back
onto the famous Spirit of Tasmania
ferry for the return trip to
Melbourne. All in all, it was a ‘devil’

of a week for the GS Riders in Tasmania.

Single-cylinder engine
Single-cylinder motorcycles
are generally regarded as
the original form of two-
wheel
transportation.
The BMW
F650 models
and the G
650 X series
follow the
principle of
“less is
more”. Their
trademark is
the robust,
water-cooled
single-
cylinder 4-
stroke engine. With its
uncomplicated structure,
powerful torque and superb
running smoothness, it is
predestined for use in light
enduro motorcycles - i.e. in
bikes which offer excellent
performance both on and off
the road.

The single-cylinder engine
draws the fuel-air mixture
from a fuel injection system.
The injection is controlled
and monitored electronically.
This also ensures that the
three-way closed-loop
catalytic converter in the
tailpipe provides optimum
cleansing of exhaust gases.
The single-cylinder engine
with up to 50 bhp - also
available in a power-reduced
34 bhp version for those new
to motorcycling - propels its
power by means of a
multiplate wet clutch to a
constant mesh five-speed
gearbox.
The motorcycle press
confirms in all cases that the
BMW single-cylinder models
have particularly low vibration
levels and powerful torque
thanks to this engine
concept.

minimal wear-and-tear and
thus high mileage.
In order to compensate for
strong forces of inertia, a
balance shaft powered by
spur gears rotates the other
way to the crankshaft. It is
positioned at the front of the
engine casing in front of the
crankshaft and drives the
water pump itself.

In order to achieve
maximum clearance for off-
road riding, dry sump
lubrication aids oil
distribution. The modern
cylinder head with 4-valve
technology houses two
overhead camshafts which
have a direct effect on the
valve shafts by using
tappets. A roller chain with
hydraulic chain tensioner
provides the linkage
between the crankshaft and
camshafts.

Its low fuel consumption also
results in reduced running
costs for this entry-level
category.

The liquid-cooled
single-cylinder 4-
stroke engine with
652 cubic
centimetres has a
crankshaft made
of separately
compressed
components
which rotates
within friction
bearings in the
vertically
separable

housing. The connecting rod
also has friction bearings, its
lower eye being non-divided.
As with all engines in the
BMW Motorrad range, the
slipper-skirt piston runs in a
nickel-silica-carbide-coated

Just a few days before the Border Run I happened
to mention to Dianne that the run was on. What a reaction!
Suddenly I’m going and our dance lessons on Thursday
night, usually sacrosanct, are cancelled.  Dianne, of course,
had an ulterior motive. She wanted to babysit her grand
daughter, Maddison.

The Wednesday was full of packing and buying what
foodstuffs that I thought would be useful.  When solo I often
take a stick of metwurst and a loaf of bread. Add a
couple of muesli bars for breakfast and I was done.

Only aiming for Kimba, I did not have to leave early
on the Thursday and so avoided the morning city traffic.  Still,
there were road works all along South Road right the way to
Port Wakefield. Road speeds were zero, twenty five, forty,
fifty, sixty, eighty up and down the scale meaning a slow and
tedious trip. Pipes were being laid and trenches had to
be dug.

At Port Wakefield I met Dave … on
a ZZR1300. He, too, was laden and on
his way to the border but he wanted to
become a member of the Far Riders Club
by doing over a thousand kilometres in a
day, proved by morning and evening
receipts that had been signed. So Dave
slipped off to Crystal Brook to start seriously
on Friday morning.

After Port Wakefield the main
points of interest were the wind turbines
along the ridge tops. It’s difficult trying
to count them while going along. Port
Augusta came and went and then came the
stretch from Iron Knob to Kimba. Here the
scrub and trees come right to the road side
and I felt the presence of thousands of
kangaroo eyes watching for an opportunity. I
felt quite uncomfortable and the speed was
kept down.

Kimba roadhouse has excellent
hamburgers with the lot, especially washed
down with a beer in the café.  The camp
ground only had caravans and my lonely
little tent.  As I arrived the sky had been light
grey but soon turned to dark and very
threatening and so I erected the tent quickly,
laid out the Therma Rest and the sleeping
bag and put my well travelled camp pillow
on my water proof pants. Outside it was trying to get damp
and so the café called. All was up and dry, and I was
busily eating.

Early to bed etc. Well, not so comfortable as the
mattress had a hole in it and the ground where I laid it had a
longitudinal slight hump.  Lying on my side meant that I fell
on my face before I got to sleep. Half way through the night
I was freezing with the cold coming through the mattress.
Zip up the foot of the bag and put on a jumper. A little
better.

With a range of usually under three hundred
kilometres I had to be a little careful to ensure enough petrol.
After only about ninety kilometres I filled up at Kyancutta
where there appears to be only a  general store with petrol
and was lucky as the next town had no petrol after a fire at
the roadhouse and only a partially built replacement.
Now I could get to Ceduna quite comfortably.

This first section of the trip was ridden in thick fog
for about 100km, with the visor becoming wet, wiped, wet,
wiped repeatedly. Until Nundroo it alternately rained
lightly, was just overcast and damp, and had the sun shining
gently. It was all on wet roads but quite comfortable inside
my wet weather gear.

At Ceduna Steve Lafferty caught up with me on his
white ex-police K100RT, laden with all sorts of equipment
and foods. His fuel consumption was woeful and he
could only get a bit over two hundred on the same tank as
my K100RS. The price of fuel was climbing but
manageable.  Here I decided to have some lunch and
slapped a couple of slices of metwurst onto my still shapely
bread- it was not yet squashed from an overloaded pannier.

Nundroo is usually a dry, dusty place with petrol.
Not on the Friday. Enormous pot holes filled
with deep water made the meander to the pumps
hazardous, even going around the holes. A four wheel
drive and caravan decided that it was worth the effort to drive

through  the middle and sank,
submerging the  lower parts of his
doors. Under the shade cloth
was parked an assortment of bikes
and we all chatted while dodging the
many water falls through holes in the
cover. Eventually it stopped raining long
enough to wheel the bike to the
bowser.

Here the price of super
unleaded was only six cents dearer
than unleaded and so that’s what my
bike got.

Steve and I chatted with the
owner of an F800ST who said that he
could get 3.9 l/100 sometimes and
averaged 4.2 l/100km.That’s great fuel
consumption.Another Dave, this one an
Englishman from Perth, said that he
had two K1200LTs and that they
averaged 4.4 litres per 100km.  Over
the trip my nineteen year old bike
averaged 5.2 l/10km and I was pleased
with this.  The new bikes seem
incredibly frugal.

On the way to Nullabor it
stopped raining and, with ear plugs
dampening the wind noise, it was  a
pleasure to be on the road. There
was no discernable wind and the

tarmac was smooth. Having left the farm land behind at
Nundroo there were just open plains in front, nothing to
detract from sliding into the horizon, nothing except the sun
that gradually began to glare right into my eyes, front on, as
we did the last stretch into the Border Village.

Friday night at the Village was quiet and we set up
camp by ourselves in the camp ground, sharing tent sites to
save money. A site is twenty dollars but two bikes and
two tents per site halve the cost. Of course, showers are
two dollars each (we did not share) for ten minutes and
unleaded was $1.76 per litre. Four X at the bar is $7.50
but only $4 taken out to the verandah.  One can get almost
whatever is wanted but the price reflects the distance.  I
wanted a can of vegetables to heat up with my pasta and
bacon pieces on the Trangia but only cooked food is
available at the roadhouse, and it looked pretty good, too.

One of the very big
things North of Adelaide, built
as a protest against  a dump/
landfil l sanctioned  by a
forgotten polit ician.
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Other women arrived on their own bikes as well.
Two young, blondes arrived on sports bikes while another,
older woman arrived on a V Max sidecar. All were quite
outspoken individuals, certainly not shrinking violets.

Meaning to get away reasonably early on Sunday I
arose at 8am and was putting my gloves on to get under way
when I asked myself where my glasses could possibly be
hiding. Of course, done up tightly inside the tent under the
very tight tie downs.  Were they broken?  Luckily not, but I was
cooking inside the wet weather gear as I repacked and tied.
By now it was 10:30am and Steve was only half packed. I
was to ride alone as Steve intended to sight see and amble
along slowly after whale watching. I hope that he took a flight
from Nullabor on the plane that was parked in the service
station and motored towards the main road to take off. I
think that it turned off to a side strip but I did not see one. I
was half expecting it to zoom over my head as I rode
eastwards.

Once at Kimba I met another Dave, this time on a
ZZR1300.  He had not ridden for fifteen years and this was
his first bike since then. He was keen to ride all the way back
to Adelaide in one go, to visit the mother that he had not seen
in twelve years; a surprise visit at a house that he had not

seen, at one in the morning.
“Hello Mum.  It’s me at the front
door.  May I come in and sleep?”

Anyway, we did ride all the
way home and had a ball on the
clear roads in great weather late
on a Sunday night. Again the
wild country between Kimba and
Iron Knob were worrisome but
uneventful.  Here I asked Dave to
take the lead and so kept a safe
distance behind.

And then we rode the Port
Augusta to Port Wakefield strip.
What a hoot!  Heading towards
Port Pirie we could see bright red
lights strung high in the sky
apparently over the water, flashing
and seemingly moving in a long
line.  This line could only be an

alien landing strip, leading us poor Earthlings towards the
mother ship.  On and on the strip of lights went, changing
direction while I became  more and more curious. We had
to hurry so that the aliens would not be able to catch us.
Dave was worried but I explained to him, once safely at Port
Wakefield that it was really glow worms.

The wind turbines beacons were just so entrancing
late at night.  What a wild ride! So like one ride late at
night on my R50 many years ago, a ride without the glow
worms but again on the way home, that time from Port
Lincoln.  No traffic, open road, zoned in and comfortably
zipping along.

Having waved Dave off at Angle Vale Road I headed
into the city where it promptly began to rain.  The roads
became slippery and my clean, black bike got dirty. At 1 am I
popped the roller door, unpacked a little, showered and slid
in beside Dianne who didn’t even know that I’d arrived. I
certainly did not react to her alarm clock as she arose and
went to work next morning.

New tyres are needed now and maybe some bar
risers. Is there an RT on my horizon?

English Dave was riding a GS650 with a trailer
back to Perth. He had lent it to a friend who rode around
Australia and gave Dave the trailer after the loan.
While Dave was not small he found the upright position
on the bike very comfortable and planned more long
rides after he got home and strengthened the towing
mechanism.  Dave, at Nundroo,  had also been extolling
the virtues of his LTs, praising the comfort despite having
a bad back and carpal tunnel syndrome.  Funnily
enough, my back began to ache and my wrists as well
after Nundroo leaving me pondering the benefits of
switching to an RT.  I was imagining buying a second
hand K version and painting it sky blue, along with many
other improvements.

Once at the Village I met Ray Peake, a BMW
mechanic from Queensland. He offered me a
cheaper way of getting a bit more comfort.  All I have to do
is buy some handle bar risers that also bring the bar
back a little as well.  Voila! I no longer have to buy a new
bike and I can vastly improve the output from my
headlight just by installing a relay system in the switch.

Just send some money and the said
improvements will arrive.  It all sounds very plausible.

Camping on the
Friday night was not good.
While the sky was clear and
there was no wind, the
temperature plummeted
and my mattress did not
improve. The cold
came through the ground,
my feet ached with cold
despite being inside the
zipped up sleeping bag and
covered with fleecy socks.
With thermals on under
jeans and a shirt with two
jumpers  as well, a beanie
pulled down to my nose
inside the sleeping bad
hood and ear plugs

Some time after another  shower to reshape my
hair that had found many ways to stick up during the
night, I wandered to the roadhouse and began to
welcome other Club riders. Trevor Green was still
at home with gear box problems but John Sargent and
Tom Griffin were plainly audible. The evening was
spent in the usual way for a rally.

Looking along the line of huts I could see a
variety of great bikes and then there was a poofy puce
RT. Apparently Tom got the last cabin available and
slept there with Bernice who parked her TRX Yamaha by
Tom’s slow barge. Tom’s come a long way from
tenting it out in the scrub on the other side of the road
from the Village, way behind the trucks.

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It is hard to sum up the new G450X on paper but three
words that can best describe it are predictable, smooth
and powerful. It has been a privilege to ride the BMW in
several race events this year and I am very grateful to
Adelaide Motors for the opportunity.
I have ridden several events since May this year on the
G450X and have been very happy with the bike’s
performance throughout each race. I placed 10th in class
and 11th outright in the Mike Connors Reliability Trial at
Sedan, 4th in class and 7th outright at the Robby 2 Day, 1st

in class and 10th outright in the Round 2 and 3 of the SA
Off Road Championship Series and 9th in class and 18th

outright in Round 5 and 6 of the Australian Off Road
Championships.
The BMW also completed the 24 Hour Trial with out any
mechanical issues and I placed 9th outright after a
penalty of 600 points for losing my time card. I took the
G450X to the Morgan Motorcycle Club on a whim and
entered the Open 250 motocross, and as expected, the
bike performed beautifully and took 1st place. I also
loaned the G450X to a mate who’s bike had broken
down after race 1 in the Rooted ‘aged riders’ class, and
he placed 2nd overall and commented how easy it was to
ride.
I wanted to try out the bike as soon as I heard they were
available as I have held a passion for BMW motorcycles
for as long as I can remember, and if the G450X was
anything like my Grandfather and my Father experienced
with their BMW’s, it was sure to be versatile and reliable.
I am a third generation Diener to race on a BMW. My
Great Uncle Les Diener raced on a BMW and my Dad,
Brenton Diener, rode a 1954 BMW 600 twin with
passenger Bob Pets in 1964 and won the 24 hour trial
that year winning a prize of 30 shillings donated by the
Advertiser. My Grandfather, Gerald Diener, used a BMW
R24 as a farm bike for many, many years and the R24 is
still in our family and it is still in perfect running order.
After hearing about the G450X, I contacted Bruce Wilson
at Adelaide
Motors to
discuss
the bike,
and within
two weeks
Bruce was
at our
family farm
in Frankton
SA with a
pair of the
BMW’s to
test ride. I
had ridden
at Frankton
since I was
four years
old and I knew if the bike could tolerate the track there it
would be a brilliant ride anywhere, as the terrain along
our creek is very punishing and diverse.
After my first ride on the BMW I realised with some fine
tuning of the suspension, this bike would be an all new
beginning for me. The excitement of such a well
designed bike was what I needed to rekindle my
enthusiasm for competition.

The G450X is
not like any
bike I have ever
ridden, some of
the key
elements that
make this such
a unique bike
is its sure
footedness and
stability at both
high and low
speeds. Its
ability to
change
direction in
even the most
uneven

surfaces is a valuable strength. I have ridden a countless array of
motorcycles and not one have been able to pull itself out of a rut,
but the G450X made little fuss of it.
It’s smoothness of power delivery feels like there is no end to the
motor’s strength and rev range as it pulls away harder and harder
all the way through. The bike climbs the cliffs on my home farm
with amazing torque. Being able to ride up the cliffs without having
to carry a lot of pace is something other bikes have not managed
to do. The G450X can idle up the cliff face, turn at half way and
head back down with supreme agility and ease.*
Having ridden up the cliffs at home my entire life I have never
previously attempted to ride down certain sections as I knew the
bikes were incapable of safely returning me to ground level. I was
so happy at the way the BMW managed it and best of all I am now
able to ride down these sections, adding an alternate route to my
track. This bike is awesome!
The ease of adjusting the suspension has made riding through
various terrains effortless. For example, while riding from the
Wells (BMW) control in the 24 hour I simply backed off the fork
compression with two clicks and decreased the rear shock

compression with one click. This quick and easy
adjustment allowed the bike to travel smoother
over fast and hard impacts. Other bikes would
have needed more adjusting which can also
sacrifice other handling characteristics. I could go
on and on about the simple adjustments which
can make each different section easier, smoother
and faster.
Every time I start the bike it fires up without any
issue thanks to the electronic fuel injection and
strong starting system. The ignition has ample
power to run a big light and still keep the battery
full of charge.
In summary the G450X is a pleasure to ride and it
has given me a new lease on life. I’m now looking
forward to finishing the Reliability and Off Road
series as well as a few motocross events on the
G450X and I hope to be on the bike for many years

to come. After speaking to Bruce at Adelaide Motors I couldn’t
believe there weren’t any other’s out in the competition field. So
many people are missing out on such an awesome ride. I guess
the lack of BMW’s in the field is my advantage for now. If anyone

Peter Milsteed, at the 2009 24 Hour Trial, Peter has been a past winner and record holder with
5 wins, now only surpassed by Shane Diener with 10 successive wins at the 24Hr Trial.

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 All engine components are particularly
compact and light, limiting weight of the
overall engine without ancillaries to 59.8
kg and keeping the entire power unit very
slim.
Over the years and decades, the principle
of combining a straight-four power unit
with an aluminium bridge frame has been
consistently developed and has become
the dominating technical concept,
particularly in the sports bike segment.
The reason, quite simply, is that a
motorcycle of this kind offers significant
benefits in terms of riding dynamics and
durability.
The S 1000 RR, in its concept teaming up
a in-line four power unit and an
aluminium bridge frame, may appear at
first sight to have similarities with some
competitors, but the Development Team
at BMW Motorrad has succeeded in
enhancing the existing status of this
concept in virtually every respect.
One of the features that ensures this light
weight is the aluminium bridge frame
which integrates the BMW engine tilted to
the front at an angle of 32° and its
incorporation as a load bearing element
for optimum torsional stiffness on
minimum weight. Outside this frame is a
box girder of swinging fork holding a
chaindriven wide wheel of whoop. Making

the most of modern metallurgical
manufacture, these components are light,
yet extremely strong. See pic above.
The spring and damping action required
is provided by a central spring strut
pivoting on a guide lever.
The rear frame section of the S 1000 RR
is a welded light-alloy structure bolted to
the mainframe, combining low weight
with stiff stability and a high standard of
robust strength particularly important to
teams on the race track and streetriders
for their  big numberplates.

A new BMW S 1000 RR seen a t Nurb urgring  June 14 2009
to successfully enter the World
Championship with a Superbike today.
All manufacturer needs is a production
model with the right overall concept
consistently applied in all areas.
In developing the S 1000 RR, BMW
Motorrad has entered  unchartered
terrain (for itself), a transverse four
cylinder with a chain drive.This new
motorcycle from BMW has been
conceived and built more consistently
for performance riding in terms of its
concept of “superbike” as per the
racing category.
The water-cooled four-cylinder inline
power unit chosen to provide these
qualities is brand-new from the ground
up, developing maximum output of 142
kW (193 hp) at 13,000 rpm and revving
up to a maximum speed of 14,200 rpm.
Maximum torque of 112 Nm, in turn,
comes at 9,750 rpm.

At the same time the new S 1000 RR
retains many of the virtues so typical of
every BMW upto this point in time.
BMW ’s Formula 1 engines are the
basis for this motor, the two intake and
exhaust valves per cylinder made of
extra-light titanium are operated by very
small and equally light single cam
followers.
The use of extremely small and light
cam followers furthermore gives the
engineer greater freedom in choosing
the ideal valve lift curves and,
accordingly, in selecting optimum
performance characteristics on both
road and track.

“The front wheel runs on an upside-
down fork with a fixed tube measuring
an ample 46 millimetres”, while
running radial mounted calipers and a
large diameter disc on each side. If
BMW can avoid the problems of weak
design (as per F650’s breaking their
front axles off through the alloy fork
leg), their new foray into the moneypit
of Superbike only catches up to where
the Japanese had developed up ‘til
now. Recently Yamaha of the BigJ4 has
changed their generic  Japanese 4
cylinder with the R1’s offset degree
journals, (making it effectively into a
vee four), elleswear labelled as a
Bigbang crank.

With the modern features the S 1000
RR offers,  holding a wide range of
firsts in terms of technology,
performance, and design in a compact
build, which although may appear at
first sight to have similarities with
some competitors,  is  clearly
demonstrating  a peak of  European
engineering in the four-cylinder
sportsbike segment.
BMW also affirms their previous
benchmark in terms of riding
dynamics, safety and innovation with
further development of Race ABS and
Dynamic Traction Control (DTC).
It is dissappointing to see that BMW
have not made allowance for  the rider
when he/she is not on the motorcycle,
by the provision of glovebox and
helmet hook. As for its other features,
they remain to be tested by this writer.
